« After registering, tuition installments may be paid
by check, cash, debit, or credit card payment, All
accounts are required to keep a credit card on file.

& 10th of each month. Tuition will auto-charge on
the 10th of each month. Beginning Sept. Ist, credit
& debit card payments will incur a 3.5%
convenience fee.

« There is a $20 fee on NSF accounts and a 5% fee
on late accounts.

« Costume and Recital fees will be auto-charged
using your automatic payment method, but may
be paid prior to the charge date using other
methods.

ATTIRE

Proper attire and hair etiquette are required for all
classes.
